INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS 

PART 1 - GENERAL 

1.1 INTRODUCTION/BACKGROUND  

A. The County of Winnebago is looking for a company to provide bids for the construction of a building 
addition for a new mental health suite at the Winnebago County Juvenile Detention Center located at 
5350 Northrock Drive, Rockford, IL 61103.  

1.2 PROJECT MANUAL AND DRAWINGS 

A. Project Manual and Drawings have been prepared by;

1.3 BIDDING AND CONTRACT DOCUMENTS 

A. Bidding Documents include the Bidding Requirements and the proposed Contract Documents. The 
Bidding Requirements consist of the Invitation to Bid, Instructions to Bidders, the Bid Form, and other 
bidding and contract forms. 

B. The proposed Contract Documents consist of the form of Agreement between the Owner and Contractor, 
Conditions of the Contract (General and Supplementary Conditions), Drawings, Specifications and all 
Addenda issued prior to execution of the Contract. 

C. Definitions set forth in the General Conditions of the Contract for Construction, AIA Document A201, or 
in other Contract Documents are applicable to the Bidding Documents. 

1.4 EXAMINATION OF SITE 

A. All bidders submitting proposals for this work shall first examine site and all conditions that may affect 
bidding. All proposals shall take into consideration all such conditions as may affect work under this 
Contract. 

B. Mandatory Walk-through Wednesday May 27th 10:00 am at the Winnebago County Juvenile Detention 
Facility, 5350 Northrock Drive, Rockford, Illinois 61103. 
1. Refer to Document 00 11 13 “Advertisement for Bid” for important additional information.  

C. Representatives of the Architect and Owner will be in attendance. 

1.5 QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDERS 

A. Before award of any contract is approved, Owner shall be satisfied that bidder: 
1. Maintains a permanent place of business. 
2. Ability to obtain required Insurance and Bonding for the project. 
3. Successful record of completing projects on time and on budget 
4. Has adequate equipment to do work properly and expeditiously. 
5. Has a suitable financial status to meet obligations incidental to work. 
6. Has appropriate technical experience. 
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1.6 LICENSING REQUIREMENTS 

A. Electrical Contractors: Must be registered with the City of Rockford. If the applicant currently holds an 
electrical license in any municipality in IL and can show proof along with the City of Rockford registration 
form, we will waive the $25 electrical registration fee.  

B. Mechanical Contractors: Must hold a mechanical license with the City of Rockford. The process includes 
an application submittal that is reviewed by the Mechanical Board, if approved you will be required to 
test for a fee of $218 per license. If the exam is passed, we will require a $50 per license fee and bond. 
If you hold a Mechanical License and your business is in the same municipality, please show proof of 
both when submitting your application. Exams taken with other municipalities are not accepted. 

C. Plumbing Contractors: Must hold an 055 and an 058 license with the State of Illinois. The contractor will 
have to show proof of both licenses.  

D. Roofing Contractors: Must carry a license with the State of Illinois and show proof of such.   

E. General Contractors are not required to hold a license with the City of Rockford. 

1.7 DISCREPANCIES 

A. Should bidder find discrepancies or ambiguities in Drawings or Specifications or should there be doubt 
as to their meaning, bidder shall notify Architect at once who will send a written addendum to all bidders. 
Architect will not be responsible for any oral instructions. 

B. If any errors or omissions appear in Drawings, Specifications, or other documents, bidding Contractor 
shall notify Architect prior to submitting bid. Should conflict occur in or between Drawings and 
Specifications, bidding Contractor is deemed to have estimated the more expensive way of doing the 
work unless bidding Contractor shall have asked for and obtained a written decision before submission 
of Proposal as to which method or materials will be required. 

1.8 OTHER MANUFACTURERS AS APPROVED BY ARCHITECT 

A. Architect will consider proposal for other manufacturer’s material, product or equipment only when such 
proposals are submitted no less than ten (10) days prior to bid date. Submittal shall include the Name, 
Model or Series number of the specific product, material, equipment or related other being submitted for 
approval and shall include all information specific to that Name, Model or Series number necessary to 
prove compliance with the specified requirements. Approved items will be so noted by Addendum. 

B. The decision of Architect is final concerning all product, material, equipment or other approvals. 

C. No products will be considered for approval if received less than ten (10) day prior to bid date unless 
product, material or equipment becomes discontinued by the manufacturer within the timeframe of 
bidding or actual construction. In some cases, the Owner shall determine a decision of purchase. 

D. If no additional products have been submitted for approval and approved, as described herein, and if no 
substitute products have been submitted on the Bid Form and accepted, then one of the specified product 
must be provided. 

1.9 DESIGN INTERPRETATIONS AND CLARIFICATIONS 

A. The Drawings and Specifications included herein are representative and typical of the quality and type 
of construction for the Project. 

B. In the bidding process the Contractor shall assume the same quality and level of detail in areas of the 
building not specifically shown or detailed. 
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C. No oral interpretations will be made to any Bidder as to the meaning of the documents. Any inquiries or 
requests for interpretation must be received in writing by the date specified, in the Schedule of Events, 
emailed to purchasing@purchasing.wincoil.gov 

D. All such changes or interpretation will be made in writing in the form of an addendum and, if issued, shall 
be posted on the County’s website no later than five (5) business days prior to the established Bid due 
date. It shall be the Bidder’s sole responsibility thereafter to find and download the addendum. 

E. When questions arise during construction relating to items not detailed on the architectural or 
engineering drawings, the Contractor shall submit a Request for Information (RFI) document and 
explanatory drawing or statement illustrating what the Contractor is questioning for design intent. The 
Request for Information (RFI) shall be submitted to the Architect for review. 

F. If Contractor has failed to completely review the Drawings and the Project Manual for the subject answer 
submitted via the Request for Information (RFI), and the information is clearly identified on the Drawings 
or in the Project Manual determined by the Architect or Engineer, the Contractor will be subject to 
reimburse the Architect or Engineer for the time spent verifying and confirming the condition of the 
Request for Information (RFI). 

1.10 OTHER MANUFACTURERS AS APPROVED BY ARCHITECT 

A. Architect will consider proposal for other manufacturer’s material, product or equipment only when such 
proposals are submitted no less than ten (10) days prior to bid date. Submittal shall include the Name, 
Model or Series number of the specific product, material, equipment or related other being submitted for 
approval and shall include all information specific to that Name, Model or Series number necessary to 
prove compliance with the specified requirements. Approved items will be so noted by Addendum. 

B. The decision of Architect is final concerning all product, material, equipment or other approvals. 

C. No products will be considered for approval if received less than ten (10) day prior to bid date unless 
product, material or equipment becomes discontinued by the manufacturer within the timeframe of 
bidding or actual construction. In some cases, the Owner shall determine a decision of purchase. 

D. If no additional products have been submitted for approval and approved, as described herein, and if no 
substitute products have been submitted on the Bid Form and accepted, then one of the specified product 
must be provided. 

1.11 ADDENDA 

A. Addenda will be transmitted to all who are known by the issuing office to have received a complete set 
of Bidding Documents. 

B. Copies of Addenda will be made available for viewing wherever Bidding Documents are on file for that 
purpose. 

C. All such changes or interpretation will be made in writing in the form of an addendum and, if issued, shall 
be posted on the County’s website no later than five (5) business days prior to the established Bid due 
date. It shall be the Bidder’s sole responsibility thereafter to find and download the addendum. 

D. Each Bidder MUST acknowledge receipt of such addenda on the Bid Signature Form. All addenda are 
a part of the documents and each Bidder will be bound by such addenda, whether or not received by 
him/her. It is the responsibility of each Bidder to verify that he/she has received all addenda issued before 
bids are opened. 
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1.12 PREPARATION OF BIDS 

A. Bids shall be submitted on the forms included with the Bidding Documents. 

B. All blanks on the bid form shall be legibly executed in a non-erasable medium. 

C. Sums shall be expressed in both words and figures. In case of discrepancy, the amount written in words 
shall govern. 

D. Interlineations, alterations and erasures must be initialed by the signer of the Bid. 

E. All requested Alternates shall be bid. If no change in the Base Bid is required, enter "No Change." 

F. Where two or more Bids for designated portions of the Work have been requested, the Bidder may, 
without forfeiture of the bid security, state the Bidder's refusal to accept award of less than the 
combination of Bids stipulated by the Bidder. The Bidder shall make no additional stipulations on the bid 
form nor qualify the Bid in any other manner. 

G. Each copy of the Bid shall state the legal name of the Bidder and the nature of legal form of the Bidder. 
The Bidder shall provide evidence of legal authority to perform within the jurisdiction of the Work. Each 
copy shall be signed by the person or persons legally authorized to bind the Bidder to a contract. A Bid 
by a corporation shall further give the state of incorporation and have the corporate seal affixed. A Bid 
submitted by an agent shall have a current power of attorney attached certifying the agent's authority to 
bind the Bidder. 

H. Signature of the Bidder: The Bidder must sign the bid forms in the space provided for the signature. If 
the Bidder is an individual, the words “Doing Business As”, or “Sole Owner” must appear beneath such 
signature. In the case of a Partnership, the signature of at least one of the partners must follow the firm 
name and the words “Member of the Firm” should be written beneath such signature.  

I. If the Bidder is a limited liability company, the title of person signing the Bid on behalf of the limited liability 
company must be stated and evidence of his authority to sign the Bid must be submitted. 

1.13 BID BOND/DEPOSIT 

A. A Certified Check or Bid Bond payable to the County in the amount of not less than five percent (5%) of 
the total bid shall accompany each bid as a guarantee that if bid is accepted, bidder will execute and file 
proper Contract and Corporate Surety Bond within ten (10) days after being notified of acceptance of 
bid. Bid Bond must be issued by a company licensed to do business in the State of Wisconsin. 

B. If successful bidder so files Contract and Bond, Certified Check or Bid Bond will be returned. If Contractor 
fails to file such Contract and Bond, amount of check or Bid Bond shall be forfeited to Owner as liquidated 
damages. 

C. All certified check deposits, except those of two (2) lowest bidders, will be returned to their makers within 
ten (10) days after bid opening. Check deposits of two (2) lowest bidders will be returned upon signing 
of Contract and furnishing of Bond by successful bidder. 

D. Bids and Bid Security shall remain valid for a period of 45 days from date of bid opening. 

1.14 SUBMISSION OF BIDS 

A. Bids shall be submitted to the County of Winnebago at the designated location not later than the time 
and date for receipt of bids indicated in the Invitation to Bid solicitation, or any extension thereof made 
by Addendum. The County’s representative authorized to open the bids will decide when the specified 
time has arrived and no Bids received thereafter will be considered. Bids received after the time and date 
for receipt of Bids will be returned unopened. 
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B. All copies of the Bid, the bid security, if any, and any other documents required to be submitted with the 
Bid shall be enclosed in a sealed opaque envelope. The envelope shall be addressed to the party 
receiving the Bids and shall be identified with the Project name, the Bidder's name and address and, if 
applicable, the designated portion of the Work for which the Bid is submitted. If the Bid is sent by mail, 
the sealed envelope shall be enclosed in a separate mailing envelope with the notation "SEALED BID 
ENCLOSED" on the face thereof. 

C. Winnebago County Purchasing Department receives bids by paper only.  Please DO NOT email or fax 
bids. 

D. Each Bidder shall submit with his Bid the required evidence of his qualifications and experience. 

E. Bidder shall assume full responsibility for timely delivery at the location designated for receipt of Bids. 

F. Oral, telephonic, telegraphic, facsimile or other electronically transmitted bids will not be considered and 
rejected. 

1.15 MODIFICATION OF BIDS 

A. Written modification will be accepted from firms if addressed to the entity and address indicated in the 
Request for Bids and received prior to Bid due date and time. Prior to the time and date designated for 
receipt of Bids, any Bid submitted may be modified by delivery to the County Purchasing Department of 
a complete Bid as modified.  

B. Such notice shall be in writing over the signature of the Bidder. Written confirmation over the signature 
of the Bidder shall be received, and date and time stamped by the receiving party on or before the date 
and time set for receipt of Bids. A change shall be so worded as not to reveal the amount of the original 
Bid. 

C. All emails shall be marked “Modified Bid” delivery shall comply with requirements for the original bid. 

1.16 MODIFICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF BID 

A. A Bid may not be modified, withdrawn or canceled by the Bidder during the stipulated time period 
following the time and date designated for the receipt of Bids, and each Bidder so agrees in submitting 
a Bid. 

B. Withdrawn Bids may be resubmitted up to the date and time designated for the receipt of Bids if they are 
then fully in conformance with these Instructions to Bidders. 

C. Bid security, shall be in an amount sufficient for the Bid as resubmitted. 

1.17 RESPONSIBILITY FOR BID 

A. The Bidder is solely responsible for all costs of preparing and submitting the bid, regardless of whether 
a contract award is made by the County. Unless otherwise specified by the Bidder, the County has no 
less than one hundred twenty (120) day to make a final selection. 

1.18 RECEIPT AND OPENING OF BIDS 

A. Bids will be opened and read publicly on Tuesday June 23, 2026 at 10:00 am at the Winnebago 
County Purchasing Department, 404 Elm Street, Room 202, Rockford, Illinois 61101. 
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B. The properly identified Bids received on time will be opened by the County Purchasing Department. Any 
Bid not received by the Purchasing Department on or before the deadline for receipt of bids designated 
in the solicitation or Addendum(s) will not be opened. 

C. Owner will take into consideration Base Bids, and Alternate Bids, in any combination and in the Owner's 
best interests, when reviewing bids and reserves the right to reject any or all bids which, in the opinion 
of Owner, will be insufficient to carry out Work under the terms of the Contract and Specifications; or to 
waive any informalities in bid; or to accept any bid which will be to the best interest of Owner. 

1.19 AWARD OF CONTRACT 

A. The County shall have the right to accept Alternates in any order or combination, unless otherwise 
specifically provided in the Bidding Documents, and to determine the low Bidder on the basis of the sum 
of the Base Bid and Alternates accepted. 

B. The County reserves the right to waive any informality in any bid, or to re-advertise for all or part of the 
work contemplated. If bids are found to be acceptable, written notice will be given to the selected Bidder 
of the award of the contract. The County reserves the right to reject any and all bids. 

C. If the award of a contract is annulled, the County may award the contract to another Bidder(s), or the 
work may be re-advertised or may be performed by other qualified personnel as the County decides. 

D. A contract will be awarded to the Bidder(s) deemed to provide the services which are in the best interest 
of the   County. 

E. The County also reserves the right to reject the bid of a Bidder who has previously failed to perform 
properly or to complete contracts of a similar nature on time. 

1.20 ACCEPTANCE OF BID AWARD 

A. It is the intent of the Owner to award a Contract to the qualified Bidder provided the Bid has been 
submitted in accordance with the requirements of the Bidding Documents and does not exceed the funds 
available. The Owner shall have the right to waive informalities and irregularities in a Bid received and 
to accept the Bid which, in the Owner's judgment, is in the Owner's own best interests. 

B. Bidder shall submit complete list of all Sub-Contractors proposed to be used on the project for Owner’s 
review. Submit list to Owner within two (2) days after notification of being the apparent low Bidder. 

1.21 SUBCONTRACTORS 

A. If applicable all subcontractors shall be identified on the form contained herein. Contractor shall require 
that the subcontractor comply with all Prevailing Wage Act requirements. The County of Winnebago 
reserves the right to reject any or all subcontractors. 

1.22 ACCURACY DISCLAIMER 

A. The Contractor shall thoroughly acquaint himself with the services required for the bid to fully understand 
the facilities, difficulties and restrictions attending to the execution of the bid. The Contractor will be 
allowed no additional compensation for his failure to be so informed. 

1.23 CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE AND INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS 

A. The Bidder shall be responsible for all necessary insurance coverage as indicated below. Certificates of 
Insurance must be provided to the County of Winnebago within fifteen (15) days after award of contract 
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or acceptance of the bid, with the County of Winnebago listed as additional insured as indicated. If the 
proper insurance forms are not received within the fifteen (15) day period, the contract may be awarded 
to the next selected Bidder/Bidder. Policies shall be written by companies licensed to do business in the 
State of Illinois and having an agent for service of process in the State of Illinois. Companies shall have 
an A.M. Best rating of VI or better. 

The County of Winnebago shall be named as an Additional Insured on the General Liability and 
Vehicle Liability policies. 

 

1.24 CHANGES IN INSURANCE COVERAGE 

A. The Bidder will immediately notify the Winnebago County Purchasing Department if any insurance has 
been cancelled, materially changed, or renewal has been refused and the Bidder shall immediately 
suspend all work in progress and take the necessary steps to purchase, maintain and provide the 
required insurance coverage(s) and limits. 

B. If suspension of work should occur due to insurance requirements, upon verification by the County of 
required insurance, the County will notify Bidder when they can proceed with work.  Failure to provide 
and maintain required insurance coverage(s) and limits could result in immediate cancellation of the 
Contract and the Bidder shall accept and bear all costs that may result due to the Bidder’s failure to 
provide and maintain the required insurance. 

PART 2 - GENERAL CONDITIONS AS REQUIRED BY WINNEBAGO COUNTY 

2.1 AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT 

A. The Bidder will comply with all applicable provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act (Public Law 
101-336, 42 USC 12101-12213) and all applicable Federal Regulations under the Act, including 28 CFR 
Parts 35 and 36. 
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2.2 BACKGROUND CHECKS 

A. Contractor and its sub-contractor(s) shall require background checks on all of their employees that will 
be at any of the County buildings performing work under this Agreement. 

B. Contractor and its sub-contractor(s) employees working at the Winnebago County Jail and Juvenile 
Detention Center shall be required to take Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) training. 

2.3 CANCELLATION 

A. The County of Winnebago reserves the right to cancel any Contract in whole or in part without penalty 
due to failure of the Bidder to comply with terms, conditions and specifications of their awarded Contract. 

2.4 CERTIFICATION REGARDING DEBARMENT, SUSPENSION, INELIGIBILITY AND VOLUNTARY 
EXCLUSION 

A. The Bidder certifies, by submission of this Bid or acceptance of this Contract, that neither it nor its 
principals is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily 
excluded from participation in this transaction by any Federal department or agency.  It further agrees 
by submitting this Bid that it will include this clause without modification in all lower tier transactions, 
solicitations, bids, contracts, and subcontracts.  Where the Bidder or any lower tier participant is unable 
to certify to this statement, it shall attach an explanation in their bid response. 

B. Additionally, for all new Bidder’s and Bidder’s to be paid, the Purchasing Department will review the 
Federal and State Excluded Parties List System prior to requesting the Bidder be created in our 
accounting system. 

2.5 CHANGES 

A. The County of Winnebago reserves the right to make any desired change in the specifications after the 
same shall have been put under contract; but the change so made, with the price to be added or deducted 
from the contract price, therefore, shall be agreed upon in advance between County and the successful 
Bidder.  

B. The Purchasing Department shall issue to the successful Bidder a written change order to the original 
contract; such change orders shall be binding upon both parties thereto and shall in no way invalidate or 
make void the terms of the original contract not modified by such change.   

2.6 COMMENCEMENT OF WORK 

A. The successful Contractor must not commence any billable work prior to the County's execution of the 
contract, issuance of a purchase order or until all required documents have been submitted. Work done 
prior to these circumstances shall be at the Contractor's risk. 

2.7 COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS 

A. All services, work and materials that in any manner affect the production, sale, or payment for the product 
or service contained herein must comply with all Federal, State, County and Municipal laws, statutes, 
regulations, codes, ordinances and executive orders in effect now or later and whether or not they appear 
in this document, including those specifically referenced herein.  The successful Bidder must be 
authorized to do business in the State of Illinois, and must be able to produce a Certificate of Good 
Standing with the State of Illinois upon request. 
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B. The Bidder must obtain all licenses, certificates and other authorizations required in connection with the 
performance of its obligations hereunder, and Bidder must require any and all Subcontractors to do so.  
Failure to do so is an event of disqualification and/or default and may result in the denial of this Bid and/or 
termination of this Agreement. 

C. In the event Federal or State funds are being used to fund this Contract, additional certifications, attached 
as addenda, will be required.  Lack of knowledge on the part of the Bidder will in no way be cause for 
release of this obligation.  If the County becomes aware of violation of any laws on the part of the Bidder, 
it reserves the right to reject any Bid, cancel any Contract and pursue any other legal remedies deemed 
necessary. 

2.8 COST OF THE BID 

A. Expenses incurred in the preparation of Bids in response to this IFB is the Bidder’s sole responsibility.  
There is no expressed or implied obligation by the County to reimburse any individual or firm for any 
costs incurred in preparing or submitting Bids, providing additional information when requested by the 
County, or for participating in any selection interviews. 

2.9 DISPUTES 

A. In case of disputes as to whether or not an item or service quoted or delivered meets specifications, the 
decision of the Director of Purchasing, or authorized representative, shall be final and binding to all 
parties. 

2.10 ENTIRE AGREEMENT 

A. These Standard Terms and Conditions of the Bid shall apply to any contract or order awarded as a result 
of this Bid except where special requirements are stated elsewhere in the Bid; in such cases the special 
requirements shall apply.  Further, the written contract and/or order with referenced parts and 
attachments shall constitute the entire agreement and no other terms and conditions in any document, 
acceptance, or acknowledgement shall be effective or binding unless expressly agreed to in writing by 
the contracting authority. 

2.11 DEVIATIONS, EXCEPTIONS OR ALTERNATES 

A. Deviations, exceptions or alternates from terms, conditions, or specifications shall be described fully, on 
Bidder’s letterhead, signed, and attached to the Invitation for Bid.  In the absence of such statement, the 
Bid shall be accepted as in strict compliance with all terms, conditions, and specifications and the Bidder 
shall be held liable.  Bidders are cautioned to avoid making deviations and exceptions to the 
specifications, which may result in rejection of their Bid.  If deviations, exceptions or alternates are 
submitted, it is the County Director of Purchasing’s sole and final decision whether specifications have 
been met and will be considered for award. 

2.12 FREEDOM OF INFORMATION 

A. Any responses and supporting documents submitted in response to a Bid will be subject to disclosure 
under the Illinois Freedom of Information Act.  The County will assume that all information provided in a 
Bid is open to inspection or copying by the public unless clearly marked with the appropriate exception 
that applies under the Freedom of Information Act.   

B. Additionally, if providing documents that you believe fall under an exception to the Freedom of 
Information Act, please submit both an un-redacted copy along with a redacted copy which has all 
portions redacted that you deem to fall under a Freedom of Information Act exception. 
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2.13 GOVERNING LAWS AND REGULATIONS 

A. The Bidder is required to be familiar with and shall be responsible for complying with all Federal, State, 
and local laws, ordinances, rules, and regulations that in any manner affect the work. Knowledge of 
occupational license requirements and obtaining such licenses for the County of Winnebago and 
municipalities within the County are the responsibility of the Bidder. 

2.14 HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE 

A. The Bidder covenants and agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend the County of Winnebago, its 
Board members, officers, employees, agents and servants from any and all claims for bodily injury, 
including death, personal injury, and property damage, including damage to property owned by County, 
and any other losses, damages, and expenses of any kind, including attorneys’ fees, costs and 
expenses, which arise out of, in connection with, or by reason of services provided by the Bidder or any 
of its Sub-consultant(s) in any tier, occasioned by the negligence, recklessness, or intentionally wrongful 
conduct of the Bidder, or its Sub-consultant(s) in any tier, their officers, employees, servants or agents. 
In the event that the completion of the project (to include the work of others) is delayed or suspended as 
a result of the Bidder’s failure to purchase or maintain the required insurance, the Bidder shall indemnify 
the County from any and all increased expenses resulting from such delay.  

B. Should any claims be asserted against the County by virtue of any deficiency or ambiguity in the plans 
and specifications provided by the Bidder, the Bidder agrees and warrants that Bidder shall hold the 
County harmless and shall indemnify it from all losses occurring thereby and shall further defend any 
claim or action on the County’s behalf. 

2.15 INDEMNITY 

A. The Bidder shall, at all times, fully indemnify, hold harmless, and defend the County of Winnebago and 
their officers, agents, and employees from and against any and all claims and demands, actions, causes 
of action, and cost and fees of any character whatsoever made by anyone whomsoever on account of 
or in any way growing out of the performance of this Contract by the Bidder and its employees, or 
because of any act or omission, neglect or misconduct of the Bidder, its employees and agents or its 
Subcontractors including, but not limited to, any claims that may be made by the employees themselves 
for injuries to their person or property or otherwise, and any claims that may be made by the employees 
themselves or by the Illinois Department of Labor for the Bidder’s violation of the Illinois Prevailing Wage 
Act (820 ILCS 130/1 et seq.).  

B. Such indemnity shall not be limited by reason of the enumeration of any insurance coverage or bond 
herein provided. Nothing contained herein shall be construed as prohibiting the County of Winnebago 
and their officers, agents, or its employees, from defending through the selection and use of their own 
agents, attorneys and experts, any claims, actions or suits brought against them.  

C. The Bidder shall likewise be liable for the cost, fees and expenses incurred in the County of Winnebago’s 
or the Bidder’s defense of any such claims, actions, or suits. The Bidder shall be responsible for any 
damages incurred as a result of its errors, omissions or negligent acts and for any losses or costs to 
repair or remedy construction as a result of its errors, omissions or negligent acts. 

2.16 NON-COLLUSION 

A. The Bidder, by its officers, agents or representatives present at the time of filing this IFB, say that neither 
they nor any of them, have in any way directly or indirectly, entered into any arrangement or agreement 
with any other Bidder’s, or with any public officer of the County of Winnebago, Illinois, whereby, the 
Bidder has not paid or is to pay to such Bidder or public officer any sum of money, anything of value or 
has not directly or indirectly entered into any arrangement or agreement with any other Bidder(s).  
Whereby, no inducement of any form or character other than that which appears upon the face of the 
IFB will be suggested, offered, paid or delivered to any person whomsoever to influence the acceptance 
of the said IFB or understanding of any kind whatsoever, with any person whomsoever to pay, deliver 
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to, or share with any other person in any way or manner, any of the proceeds on the Contract sought by 
this IFB. 

2.17 PREVAILING WAGE 

A. Prevailing rate of wages as determined by the Illinois Department of Labor does apply to some or all 
work performed on this contract and paid to all laborers, workers and mechanics performing work under 
this contract. State Statutes regarding Prevailing Wage and the current wage rates are available online. 
Contractor must retain payroll records for five (5) years and make those records available for inspection 
by the County or the Illinois Department of Labor. The Prevailing Wage Rates does apply to some or all 
work performed on this contract. It is the Contractor’s responsibility to comply with these requirements 
and to assure compliance by their subcontractors. 

2.18 PROMPT PAYMENT ACT 

A. The Bid should provide that all payments are subject to Local Governmental Prompt Payment Act. 

2.19 PROTEST 

A. Firms wishing to protest any IFB and/or awards shall notify the Director of Purchasing in writing within 
five (5) calendar days after the IFB due date/opening.  The notification should include the IFB number, 
the name of the firm protesting and the reason why the firm is protesting the IFB.  The Director of 
Purchasing will respond to the protest within five (5) calendar days. 

2.20 RESERVATION OF RIGHTS 

A. The County of Winnebago reserves the right to reject any or all Bids failing to meet the County 
specifications or requirements and to waive technicalities.  If, in the County’s opinion, the lowest Bid is 
not the most responsible Bid, considering value received for monies expended, the right is reserved to 
make awards as determined solely by the judgment of the County.  Intangible factors, such as the 
Bidder’s reputation and past performance, will also be weighed.  

B. The Bidder’s failure to meet the mandatory requirements of the IFB will result in the disqualification of 
the Bid from further consideration.  

C. The County further reserves the right to reject all Bids and obtain goods or services through 
intergovernmental or cooperative agreements, or to issue a new and revised IFB.  

D. Submission of a Bid confers no rights on the Bidder to a selection or to a subsequent Contract.  All 
decisions on compliance, evaluation, terms and conditions shall be made solely at the County of 
Winnebago’s discretion and shall be made in the best interest of the County. 

2.21 RESPONSIBLE BIDDER FOR PUBLIC WORKS PROJECTS 

A. A person (firm) who has the capability in all respects to perform fully the public works contract 
requirements, and the experience, personnel, reliability, facilities capacity, equipment, acceptable past 
performance and credit which will assure good faith performance. Responsible bidder for Public Works 
Projects means a bidder for public works projects advertised, awarded, and financed, in whole or in part, 
with county public funds, who meets all of the job specifications, including the following applicable criteria.  
Evidence of compliance is required for public works projects estimated to be over bidding threshold in 
value.  
1. Certificates of insurance indicating the following coverages: general liability, workers’ 

compensation, completed operations, and vehicle. Performance bonds, as required. 
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2. To qualify as a Responsible Bidder for Public Works Projects exceeding $30,000.00, or as defined 
in the most current Illinois Compiled Statutes for small purchases, the Responsible Bidder and 
Subcontractors must be a member of an organization that participates in an active apprenticeship 
and training programs approved and registered with the U.S. Department of Labor's Office of 
Apprenticeship and Training, or its successor, for each of the trades of work contemplated under 
the awarded contract. The required evidence shall include, but is not limited to, a copy of all 
applicable apprenticeship standards or Apprenticeship Agreement(s) for any apprentice(s) who 
will perform work on the public works project. Said requirements may also be satisfied if the 
Responsible Bidder and Subcontractors are active members of the Northwestern Illinois Building 
and Construction Trades Council or the Associated Builders and Contractors. 

3. Compliance with all provisions of the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act, 820 ILCS 130/0.01 et seq.  All 
contractors and sub-contractors, as determined by the contract, are required to turn in certified 
payrolls as specified in Illinois Public Act 94-0515, and follow all provisions of the Employee 
Classification Act, 820 ILCS 185/1 et seq. 

4. Disclosure of the name and address of each subcontractor from whom the contractor has 
accepted a bid and/or intends to hire on any part of the project prior to the subcontractor 
commencing work on the Public Works project.  

5. All bidders must provide three (3) projects of a similar nature as being performed in the immediate 
past five (5) years with the name, address, email, and telephone number of the contact person 
having knowledge of the project or three (3) references (name, address, email, and telephone 
number) with knowledge of the business practices of the contractor.  

B. The provisions contained in the definitions of “Responsible Bidder” and “Responsible Bidder for Public 
Works Projects” shall not apply to grant, state or federally funded construction projects or Illinois 
Department of Transportation projects if such application would jeopardize the receipt or use of federal, 
state or grant funds in support of such project.  

2.22 SUBSTANCE ABUSE PREVENTION 

A. The Substance Abuse Prevention on Public Works Act, Public Act 95-0635, prohibits the use of drugs 
and alcohol, as defined in the Act, by employees of the contractor and by employees of all approved 
subcontractors while performing work on a public works project.  The contractor/subcontractor hereby 
certifies that it has a superseding collective bargaining agreement or makes the public filing of its written 
substance abuse prevention program for the prevention of substance abuse among its employees who 
are not covered by a collective bargaining agreement dealing with the subject as mandated by the Act. 

B. Bidders and their subcontractors (if applicable) certifies that the entity has signed collective bargaining 
agreements that are in effect for all of its employees, and that deal with the subject matter of Public Act 
95-0635, or certifies that the contracting entity has in place for all of its employees not covered by a 
collective bargaining agreement a written substance abuse prevention program that deals with subject 
of the Act, and will attach the substance abuse prevention program that meets or exceeds the 
requirements of Public Act 95-0635. 

2.23 PRISON RAPE ELIMINATION ACT OF 2023 COMPLIANCE  

A. Company will comply with PREA, applicable PREA standards, and the Premises Provider policies related 
to PREA for preventing, detecting, monitoring, investigating, and eradicating any form of sexual abuse 
within the facility. Company acknowledges that, in addition to self-monitoring, the facility may conduct 
announced or unannounced monitoring to include on-site monitoring. Company’s staff will be required 
to undergo the facilities PREA training and signoff on training prior to being allowed access to the facility. 

2.24 TERMINATION, CANCELLATION AND DAMAGES  

A. The County may terminate based on the Bidder’s breach or default. Unless the breach or default creates 
an emergency, as determined in the County’s sole discretion, the Bidder shall be given notice and a five 
(5) day opportunity to cure before the termination becomes effective. 
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B. If the County terminates this Contract because of the Bidder’s breach or default, the County shall have 
the right to purchase items or services elsewhere and to charge the Bidder any additional cost incurred, 
including but not limited to the cost of cover, incidental and consequential damages and the cost of re-
bidding. The County may offset these additional costs against any sums otherwise due to the Bidder 
under this Bid or any unrelated Contract. 

C. The County of Winnebago may terminate any Contract or agreement resulting from this IFB at any time 
for any reason by giving at least thirty (30) days’ notice in writing to awarded Bidder.  If the Contract is 
terminated by the County as provided herein, the Bidder will be paid a fair payment as negotiated with 
the County for the work completed as of the date of termination. 

2.25 BIDDER’S RESPONSIBILITY FOR SERVICES PROPOSED 

A. The Bidder must thoroughly examine and will be held to have thoroughly examined and read the entire 
IFB document.  Failure of Bidder’s to fully acquaint themselves with existing conditions or the amount of 
work involved will not be a basis for requesting extra compensation after the award of a Contract. 

2.26 WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS 

A. Bids may be modified or withdrawn by an authorized representative of the Bidder or by formal written 
notice prior to the final due date and time specified for Bid submission. Submitted Bids will become the 
property of the County of Winnebago after the Bid submission deadline. 

B. However, no Bidder shall withdraw or cancel their Bid for a period of sixty (60) days after said advertised 
closing time for the receipt of Bids; the successful Bidder shall not withdraw or cancel their Bid after 
having been notified by the Director of Purchasing that said Bid has been accepted by the County Board. 

The Bidder, by signing the Bid Form, acknowledges, understands and abides by all of the above

regarding sexual abuse or sexual harassment. Employees will immediately report the information to their 

supervisor and follow first responder procedures.  
 

• Volunteers, contractors, vendors, interns, or visitors will immediately report the information to any facility 

staff.  
 

• All individuals are legally bound to immediately report the information for further actions, which will include 

criminal and/or administrative investigation, medical and/or mental health treatment, separation of the alleged 

victim and the alleged perpetrator, collection of evidence, and other necessary protocols. Time is of the 

essence in reporting sexual abuse and sexual harassment. 
 

DEFINITIONS 
 

• Sexual Abuse includes engaging in, or attempting to engage in, a sexual act with any youth or the intentional 

touching of a youth's genitalia, anus, groin, breast, inner thigh, or buttocks, with the intent to abuse, humiliate, 

harass, degrade, arouse, or gratify the sexual desire of any person. Sexual acts or contact between a youth and 

youth or a staff member and youth, even when no objections are raised, are always illegal, and by law, 

considered non-consensual.

If the Owner and Contractor do not select a method of binding dispute resolution, or do not subsequently agree in writing to a 
binding dispute resolution method other than litigation, Claims will be resolved by litigation in a court of competent 
jurisdiction. 

 

ARTICLE 7   TERMINATION OR SUSPENSION 
§ 7.1 The Contract may be terminated by the Owner or the Contractor as provided in Article 14 of AIA Document A201–
2017.

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§ 1 The Contractor and Surety, jointly and severally, bind themselves, their heirs, executors, administrators, successors and 
assigns to the Owner for the performance of the Construction Contract, which is incorporated herein by reference. 

 

§ 2 If the Contractor performs the Construction Contract, the Surety and the Contractor shall have no obligation under this 
Bond, except when applicable to participate in a conference as provided in Section 3. 

 

§ 3 If there is no Owner Default under the Construction Contract, the Surety’s obligation under this Bond shall arise after 

.1      the Owner first provides notice to the Contractor and the Surety that the Owner is considering declaring a 
Contractor Default. Such notice shall indicate whether the Owner is requesting a conference among the Owner, 
Contractor and Surety to discuss the Contractor’s performance. If the Owner does not request a conference, the 
Surety may, within five (5) business days after receipt of the Owner’s notice, request such a conference. If the 
Surety timely requests a conference, the Owner shall attend. Unless the Owner agrees otherwise, any 
conference requested under this Section 3.1 shall be held within ten (10) business days of the Surety’s receipt 
of the Owner’s notice. If the Owner, the Contractor and the Surety agree, the Contractor shall be allowed a 
reasonable time to perform the Construction Contract, but such an agreement shall not waive the Owner’s right, 
if any, subsequently to declare a Contractor Default;  

.2      the Owner declares a Contractor Default, terminates the Construction Contract and notifies the Surety; and  

.3      the Owner has agreed to pay the Balance of the Contract Price in accordance with the terms of the Construction 
Contract to the Surety or to a contractor selected to perform the Construction Contract. 

 

§ 4 Failure on the part of the Owner to comply with the notice requirement in Section 3.1 shall not constitute a failure to 
comply with a condition precedent to the Surety’s obligations, or release the Surety from its obligations, except to the extent 
the Surety demonstrates actual prejudice. 

 

§ 5 When the Owner has satisfied the conditions of Section 3, the Surety shall promptly and at the Surety’s expense take one 
of the following actions: 

 

§ 5.1 Arrange for the Contractor, with the consent of the Owner, to perform and complete the Construction Contract; 

 

§ 5.2 Undertake to perform and complete the Construction Contract itself, through its agents or independent contractors; 

 

§ 5.3 Obtain bids or negotiated proposals from qualified contractors acceptable to the Owner for a contract for performance 
and completion of the Construction Contract, arrange for a contract to be prepared for execution by the Owner and a 
contractor selected with the Owner’s concurrence, to be secured with performance and payment bonds executed by a qualified 
surety equivalent to the bonds issued on the Construction Contract, and pay to the Owner the amount of damages as described 
in Section 7 in excess of the Balance of the Contract Price incurred by the Owner as a result of the Contractor Default; or 

 

§ 5.4 Waive its right to perform and complete, arrange for completion, or obtain a new contractor and with reasonable 
promptness under the circumstances: 

.1      After investigation, determine the amount for which it may be liable to the Owner and, as soon as practicable 
after the amount is determined, make payment to the Owner; or 

.2      Deny liability in whole or in part and notify the Owner, citing the reasons for denial. 

 

§ 6 If the Surety does not proceed as provided in Section 5 with reasonable promptness, the Surety shall be deemed to be in 
default on this Bond seven days after receipt of an additional written notice from the Owner to the Surety demanding that the 
Surety perform its obligations under this Bond, and the Owner shall be entitled to enforce any remedy available to the Owner. 
If the Surety proceeds as provided in Section 5.4, and the Owner refuses the payment or the Surety has denied liability, in 
whole or in part, without further notice the Owner shall be entitled to enforce any remedy available to the Owner. 

 

§ 7 If the Surety elects to act under Section 5.1, 5.2 or 5.3, then the responsibilities of the Surety to the Owner shall not be 
greater than those of the Contractor under the Construction Contract, and the responsibilities of the Owner to the Surety shall 
not be greater than those of the Owner under the Construction Contract. Subject to the commitment by the Owner to pay the 
Balance of the Contract Price, the Surety is obligated, without duplication, for 

.1      the responsibilities of the Contractor for correction of defective work and completion of the Construction 
Contract; 
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.2      additional legal, design professional and delay costs resulting from the Contractor’s Default, and resulting from 
the actions or failure to act of the Surety under Section 5; and  

.3      liquidated damages, or if no liquidated damages are specified in the Construction Contract, actual damages 
caused by delayed performance or non-performance of the Contractor.  

 

§ 8 If the Surety elects to act under Section 5.1, 5.3 or 5.4, the Surety’s liability is limited to the amount of this Bond. 

 

§ 9 The Surety shall not be liable to the Owner or others for obligations of the Contractor that are unrelated to the Construction 
Contract, and the Balance of the Contract Price shall not be reduced or set off on account of any such unrelated obligations. 
No right of action shall accrue on this Bond to any person or entity other than the Owner or its heirs, executors, 
administrators, successors and assigns. 

 

§ 10 The Surety hereby waives notice of any change, including changes of time, to the Construction Contract or to related 
subcontracts, purchase orders and other obligations. 

 

§ 11 Any proceeding, legal or equitable, under this Bond may be instituted in any court of competent jurisdiction in the 
location in which the work or part of the work is located and shall be instituted within two years after a declaration of 
Contractor Default or within two years after the Contractor ceased working or within two years after the Surety refuses or fails 
to perform its obligations under this Bond, whichever occurs first. If the provisions of this Paragraph are void or prohibited by 
law, the minimum period of limitation available to sureties as a defense in the jurisdiction of the suit shall be applicable. 

 

§ 12 Notice to the Surety, the Owner or the Contractor shall be mailed or delivered to the address shown on the page on which 
their signature appears. 

 

§ 13 When this Bond has been furnished to comply with a statutory or other legal requirement in the location where the 
construction was to be performed, any provision in this Bond conflicting with said statutory or legal requirement shall be 
deemed deleted herefrom and provisions conforming to such statutory or other legal requirement shall be deemed incorporated 
herein. When so furnished, the intent is that this Bond shall be construed as a statutory bond and not as a common law bond.

The total amount payable by the Owner to the Contractor under the Construction Contract 
after all proper adjustments have been made, including allowance to the Contractor of any amounts received or to be received 
by the Owner in settlement of insurance or other claims for damages to which the Contractor is entitled, reduced by all valid 
and proper payments made to or on behalf of the Contractor under the Construction Contract.

§ 14.3 Contractor Default. Failure of the Contractor, which has not been remedied or waived, to perform or otherwise to 
comply with a material term of the Construction Contract. 

 

§ 14.4 Owner Default. Failure of the Owner, which has not been remedied or waived, to pay the Contractor as required under 
the Construction Contract or to perform and complete or comply with the other material terms of the Construction Contract.  

 

§ 14.5 Contract Documents. All the documents that comprise the agreement between the Owner and Contractor.

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§ 1 The Contractor and Surety, jointly and severally, bind themselves, their heirs, executors, administrators, successors and 
assigns to the Owner to pay for labor, materials and equipment furnished for use in the performance of the Construction 
Contract, which is incorporated herein by reference, subject to the following terms. 

 

§ 2 If the Contractor promptly makes payment of all sums due to Claimants, and defends, indemnifies and holds harmless the 
Owner from claims, demands, liens or suits by any person or entity seeking payment for labor, materials or equipment 
furnished for use in the performance of the Construction Contract, then the Surety and the Contractor shall have no obligation 
under this Bond.  

 

§ 3 If there is no Owner Default under the Construction Contract, the Surety’s obligation to the Owner under this Bond shall 
arise after the Owner has promptly notified the Contractor and the Surety (at the address described in Section 13) of claims, 
demands, liens or suits against the Owner or the Owner’s property by any person or entity seeking payment for labor, 
materials or equipment furnished for use in the performance of the Construction Contract and tendered defense of such claims, 
demands, liens or suits to the Contractor and the Surety.  

 

§ 4 When the Owner has satisfied the conditions in Section 3, the Surety shall promptly and at the Surety’s expense defend, 

indemnify and hold harmless the Owner against a duly tendered claim, demand, lien or suit. 

 

§ 5 The Surety’s obligations to a Claimant under this Bond shall arise after the following:  

 

§ 5.1 Claimants, who do not have a direct contract with the Contractor,  

.1      have furnished a written notice of non-payment to the Contractor, stating with substantial accuracy the amount 
claimed and the name of the party to whom the materials were, or equipment was, furnished or supplied or for 
whom the labor was done or performed, within ninety (90) days after having last performed labor or last 
furnished materials or equipment included in the Claim; and 

.2      have sent a Claim to the Surety (at the address described in Section 13). 

 

§ 5.2 Claimants, who are employed by or have a direct contract with the Contractor, have sent a Claim to the Surety (at the 

address described in Section 13). 

 

§ 6 If a notice of non-payment required by Section 5.1.1 is given by the Owner to the Contractor, that is sufficient to satisfy a 
Claimant’s obligation to furnish a written notice of non-payment under Section 5.1.1. 

 

§ 7 When a Claimant has satisfied the conditions of Sections 5.1 or 5.2, whichever is applicable, the Surety shall promptly and 
at the Surety’s expense take the following actions: 

 

§ 7.1 Send an answer to the Claimant, with a copy to the Owner, within sixty (60) days after receipt of the Claim, stating the 
amounts that are undisputed and the basis for challenging any amounts that are disputed; and 

 

§ 7.2 Pay or arrange for payment of any undisputed amounts. 

 

§ 7.3 The Surety’s failure to discharge its obligations under Section 7.1 or Section 7.2 shall not be deemed to constitute a 
waiver of defenses the Surety or Contractor may have or acquire as to a Claim, except as to undisputed amounts for which the 
Surety and Claimant have reached agreement. If, however, the Surety fails to discharge its obligations under Section 7.1 or 
Section 7.2, the Surety shall indemnify the Claimant for the reasonable attorney’s fees the Claimant incurs thereafter to 
recover any sums found to be due and owing to the Claimant. 

 

§ 8 The Surety’s total obligation shall not exceed the amount of this Bond, plus the amount of reasonable attorney’s fees 
provided under Section 7.3, and the amount of this Bond shall be credited for any payments made in good faith by the Surety.  

 

§ 9 Amounts owed by the Owner to the Contractor under the Construction Contract shall be used for the performance of the 
Construction Contract and to satisfy claims, if any, under any construction performance bond. By the Contractor furnishing 
and the Owner accepting this Bond, they agree that all funds earned by the Contractor in the performance of the Construction 
Contract are dedicated to satisfy obligations of the Contractor and Surety under this Bond, subject to the Owner’s priority to 
use the funds for the completion of the work. 
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§ 10 The Surety shall not be liable to the Owner, Claimants or others for obligations of the Contractor that are unrelated to the 
Construction Contract. The Owner shall not be liable for the payment of any costs or expenses of any Claimant under this 
Bond, and shall have under this Bond no obligation to make payments to, or give notice on behalf of, Claimants or otherwise 
have any obligations to Claimants under this Bond.  

 

§ 11 The Surety hereby waives notice of any change, including changes of time, to the Construction Contract or to related 
subcontracts, purchase orders and other obligations. 

 

§ 12 No suit or action shall be commenced by a Claimant under this Bond other than in a court of competent jurisdiction in the 
state in which the project that is the subject of the Construction Contract is located or after the expiration of one year from the 
date (1) on which the Claimant sent a Claim to the Surety pursuant to Section 5.1.2 or 5.2, or (2) on which the last labor or 
service was performed by anyone or the last materials or equipment were furnished by anyone under the Construction 
Contract, whichever of (1) or (2) first occurs. If the provisions of this Paragraph are void or prohibited by law, the minimum 
period of limitation available to sureties as a defense in the jurisdiction of the suit shall be applicable.  

 

§ 13 Notice and Claims to the Surety, the Owner or the Contractor shall be mailed or delivered to the address shown on the 
page on which their signature appears. Actual receipt of notice or Claims, however accomplished, shall be sufficient 
compliance as of the date received. 

 

§ 14 When this Bond has been furnished to comply with a statutory or other legal requirement in the location where the 
construction was to be performed, any provision in this Bond conflicting with said statutory or legal requirement shall be 
deemed deleted herefrom and provisions conforming to such statutory or other legal requirement shall be deemed incorporated 
herein. When so furnished, the intent is that this Bond shall be construed as a statutory bond and not as a common law bond. 

 

§ 15 Upon request by any person or entity appearing to be a potential beneficiary of this Bond, the Contractor and Owner shall 
promptly furnish a copy of this Bond or shall permit a copy to be made.

§ 16.1 Claim. A written statement by the Claimant including at a minimum: 

.1      the name of the Claimant; 

.2      the name of the person for whom the labor was done, or materials or equipment furnished; 

.3      a copy of the agreement or purchase order pursuant to which labor, materials or equipment was furnished for 
use in the performance of the Construction Contract; 

.4      a brief description of the labor, materials or equipment furnished; 

.5      the date on which the Claimant last performed labor or last furnished materials or equipment for use in the 
performance of the Construction Contract; 

.6      the total amount earned by the Claimant for labor, materials or equipment furnished as of the date of the Claim;  

.7      the total amount of previous payments received by the Claimant; and 

.8      the total amount due and unpaid to the Claimant for labor, materials or equipment furnished as of the date of the 
Claim. 

 

§ 16.2 Claimant. An individual or entity having a direct contract with the Contractor or with a subcontractor of the Contractor 
to furnish labor, materials or equipment for use in the performance of the Construction Contract. The term Claimant also 
includes any individual or entity that has rightfully asserted a claim under an applicable mechanic’s lien or similar statute 
against the real property upon which the Project is located. The intent of this Bond shall be to include without limitation in the 
terms “labor, materials or equipment” that part of water, gas, power, light, heat, oil, gasoline, telephone service or rental 
equipment used in the Construction Contract, architectural and engineering services required for performance of the work of 
the Contractor and the Contractor’s subcontractors, and all other items for which a mechanic's lien may be asserted in the 
jurisdiction where the labor, materials or equipment were furnished. 

 

§ 16.3 Construction Contract. The agreement between the Owner and Contractor identified on the cover page, including all 
Contract Documents and all changes made to the agreement and the Contract Documents. 

 

§ 16.4 Owner Default. Failure of the Owner, which has not been remedied or waived, to pay the Contractor as required under
