REQUIREMENTS FOR BIDDING AND INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS
SUBMISSION OF BIDS
The Bidder, by its officers, agents or representatives (hereafter referred to as the Bidder), shall be responsible for delivery of their Bid to the Purchasing Department before the date and hour set for the opening of Bids.  Late Bids will not be considered and will be returned unopened.
All Bids must be received in a sealed envelope that has Bidder’s name and address in the UPPER left corner and the Return label filled in and attached on the LOWER left corner.
Bids mailed "EXPRESS MAIL" must have Bid number and due date on the outside of the EXPRESS MAIL envelope.  Allow sufficient time for processing through the County’s internal mailroom system.
PREPARATION OF BID 

The Bidder must submit a Bid on the forms furnished by the Winnebago County Purchasing Department. All blank spaces on the Bid Form must be filled in. Use "N/A" or "None" where applicable.

Authorized signature must be the individual owner of a proprietorship, a general partner of a partnership, or signed in the name of a corporation by an officer whose title shall be stated. Bids shall be sealed in an envelope and marked as required in the instructions. The Bid is contained in these documents and must remain attached hereto when submitted.
ENTIRE AGREEMENT

These Standard Terms and Conditions of the Bid shall apply to any Contract or order awarded as a result of this Bid except where special requirements are stated elsewhere in the Bid; in such cases the special requirements shall apply.  Further, the written Contract and/or order with referenced parts and attachments shall constitute the entire agreement and no other terms and conditions in any document, acceptance, or acknowledgement shall be effective or binding unless expressly agreed to in writing by the County.
DEVIATIONS, EXCEPTIONS OR ALTERNATES

Deviations, exceptions or alternates from terms, conditions, or specifications shall be described fully, on Bidder’s letterhead, signed, and attached to their Bid.  In the absence of such a statement, the Bid shall be accepted as in strict compliance with all terms, conditions, and specifications and the Bidder shall be held liable. Bidders are cautioned to avoid making deviations and exceptions to the specifications, which may result in rejection of their Bid. If deviations, exceptions or alternates are submitted, it is the County Director of Purchasing’s sole and final decision whether specifications have been met and will be considered for award.
ELECTRONIC TRANSMITTALS
Facsimile and/or e-mail transmitted Bids will not be accepted by the County.  In addition, Winnebago County will not transmit specifications or Addendums to the Bidder.

END OF REQUIREMENTS FOR BIDDING AND INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS
GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS
ACKNOWLEDGEMENT AND ACCEPTANCE

If Contractor’s terms of sale are inconsistent with the terms of the resultant Contract, the terms herein shall govern, unless County accepts Contractor’s terms in writing. No oral agreement or understanding shall in any way modify this Contract or the terms and conditions herein. Contractor’s acceptance, delivery or performance called for herein shall constitute unqualified acceptance of the terms and conditions of the resultant Contract.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT

Contractor will comply with all applicable provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act (public law 101-336, 42 USC 12101-12213) and all applicable Federal Regulations under the Act, including 28 CFR parts 35 and 36.

ASSIGNMENT

Contractor may not assign its rights to the Contract, in whole or in part, without prior written approval of County. County may withhold approval at its sole discretion, provided that County will not unreasonably withhold such approval.

ADDENDUM AND SUPPLEMENT TO THE BID
If it becomes necessary or advisable to revise any part of this solicitation or if additional data is necessary to enable the exact interpretation of provisions of this Bid, revisions will be provided in the form of an Addendum. In the event that any addenda to this Bid are issued, a public posting a minimum of 7 days will be adhered to, and could result in a revised date for the opening of this Bid.
Addendum information is available at the County’s website http://WinCoIL.us/   We strongly suggest that you check for any addenda a minimum forty-eight hours (48) in advance of the Bid due date.
APPLICABLE CODES AND ORDINANCES

Bidder hereby certifies that all services and/or materials used or performed conform to all articles and sections of all current applicable National Building Codes, IDOT, Federal, State and other relevant codes. Workmanship and materials shall conform to all local applicable codes and ordinances.
AWARD NOTICE

County will post a Bid Tab on the Purchasing Department Website for review. The Purchasing Department will maintain a tabulation of all Bid responses.

BOOKS AND RECORDS

Contractor will keep and maintain proper and complete books, records and accounts. In addition, Contractor will retain all records relating to this Contract at least five years after its termination or cancellation or, if later, until any related pending proceeding or litigation has been closed.
CANCELLATION

The County of Winnebago reserves the right to cancel any Contract in whole or in part without penalty due to failure of the Contractor to comply with terms, conditions and specifications of this Contract.

Certification regarding debarment, suspension, ineligibility & voluntary exclusion

The Bidder certifies, by submission of this Bid or acceptance of this Contract, that neither it nor its principals is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction by any Federal department or agency.  It further agrees by submitting this Bid that it will include this clause without modification in all lower tier transactions, solicitations, bids, Contracts, and subcontracts. Where the Bidder/Contractor or any lower tier participant is unable to certify to this statement, it shall attach an explanation to this their Bid.

Additionally, for all new Contractors and vendors to be paid, the Purchasing Department will review the Federal and State Excluded Parties List System prior to award of any Contract.
CHANGES

County of Winnebago reserves the right to make any desired change in the specifications after the same shall have been put under Contract; but the change so made, with the price to be added or deducted from the Contract price, therefore, shall be agreed upon in advance between County and the successful Bidder. 
The Purchasing Department shall issue to the successful Bidder a written change order to the original Contract; such change orders shall be binding upon both parties thereto and shall in no way invalidate or make void the terms of the original Contract not modified by such change.  

COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

All services, work and materials that in any manner affect the production, sale, or payment for the product or service contained herein must comply with all Federal, State, County and Municipal laws, statutes, regulations, codes, ordinances and executive orders in effect now or later and whether or not they appear in this document, including those specifically referenced herein. The successful Bidder must be authorized to do business in the State of Illinois, and must be able to produce a Certificate of Good Standing with the State of Illinois upon request.

Bidder/Contractor must obtain all licenses, certificates and other authorizations required in connection with the performance of its obligations hereunder, and Bidder/Contractor must require any and all subcontractors to do so.  Failure to do so is an event of disqualification and/or default and may result in the denial of this Bid and/or termination of this Agreement.

In the event Federal or State funds are being used to fund this Contract, additional certifications, attached as addenda, will be required.  Lack of knowledge on the part of the vendor will in no way be cause for release of this obligation.  If the County becomes aware of violation of any laws on the part of the vendor, it reserves the right to reject any Bid, cancel any Contract and pursue any other legal remedies deemed necessary.

COST OF BID 

Expenses incurred in the preparation of Bids in response to this solicitation is the Bidder's sole responsibility.

DISPUTES

In case of disputes as to whether or not an item or service quoted or delivered meets specifications, the decision of the County Director of Purchasing, or authorized representative shall be final and binding to all parties.
EVALUATION

County will evaluate responses to determine which are most advantageous to County considering evaluation criteria, conformity to the specifications and other factors.

If County makes an award, County will enter into an agreement with the one or multiple bid respondent(s) that submitted the lowest responsive Bid(s) that County determined to be responsible for supplying the required goods or services. Unless the Bid/Offer document specifies otherwise, County will determine the low/lowest Bids considering the total Bid amount.

County, at its sole discretion, reserves the following rights: 1) to waive informalities in the Bid or Bid procedure; 2) to reject the response of any persons or corporations that have previously defaulted on any Contract with County or who have engaged in conduct that constitutes a cause for debarment or suspension as set forth in County Code to reject any and all responses; 3) to re-advertise for Bids previously rejected; 4) to otherwise provide for the purchase of such equipment, supplies materials and services as may be required herein; 5) to award on the basis of price and other factors, including but not limited to such factors as delivery time, quality, uniformity of product, suitability for the intended task, and Bidder’s ability to supply; 6) to increase or decrease the item quantity or eliminate any item of this solicitation prior to the award. 

FRAUD AND COLLUSION

Each Contractor, by submission of their Bid, certifies that no officer or employee of County or of any subdivision thereof: 1) has aided or assisted Contractor in securing or attempting to secure a Contract to furnish labor, materials or supplies at a higher price than that proposed by any other Contractor; 2) has favored one Contractor over another by giving or withholding information or by willfully misleading the Bidder in regard to the character of the material or supplies called for or the conditions under which the proposed work is to be done; 3) will knowingly accept materials or supplies of a quality inferior to those called for by any Contract; 4) has any direct or indirect financial interest in the offer or resulting Contract. Additionally, during the conduct of business with County, Contractor will not knowingly falsely certify, or induce others to falsely certify to a greater amount of labor or to the receipt of a greater amount or different kind of material or supplies  than Contractor has actually delivered to County. If County discovers at any time that Contractor has in presenting any offer(s) colluded with any other party or parties for the purpose of preventing any other offer, then County will terminate any affected Contract and that person or entity shall be liable for all damages that County sustains.

FREEDOM OF INFORMATION

Any and all submissions to the County of Winnebago become the property of the County of Winnebago.  Any Bid, quote or proposal responses and supporting documents submitted in response to a Bid, RFQ, Quote or RFP will be subject to disclosure under the Illinois Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) (5ILCS 140) and other applicable laws and rules. County will assume that all information provided in a Bid, quote or proposal is open to inspection or copying by the public unless clearly marked with the appropriate exception that applies under the Freedom of Information Act.  Additionally, if providing documents that you believe fall under an exception to the Freedom of Information Act, please submit both an un-redacted copy along with a redacted copy, which has all portions, redacted that you deem to fall under a Freedom of Information Act exception.
INDEMNITY
The Bidder shall, at all times, fully indemnify, hold harmless, and defend Winnebago County and their officers, agents, and employees from and against any and all claims and demands, actions, causes of action, and cost and fees of any character whatsoever made by anyone whomsoever on account of or in any way growing out of the performance of this Contract by the Bidder and its employees, or because of any act or omission, neglect or misconduct of the Bidder, its employees and agents or its subcontractors including, but not limited to, any claims that may be made by the employees themselves for injuries to their person or property or otherwise, and any claims that may be made by the employees themselves or by the Illinois Department of Labor for the Bidder’s violation of the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act (820 ILCS 130/1 et seq.). Such indemnity shall not be limited by reason of the enumeration of any insurance coverage or bond herein provided. Nothing contained herein shall be construed as prohibiting Winnebago County and their officers, agents, or its employees, from defending through the selection and use of their own agents, attorneys and experts, any claims, actions or suits brought against them. The Bidder shall likewise be liable for the cost, fees and expenses incurred in Winnebago County’s or the Bidder’s defense of any such claims, actions, or suits. The Bidder shall be responsible for any damages incurred as a result of its errors, omissions or negligent acts and for any losses or costs to repair or remedy construction as a result of its errors, omissions or negligent acts. 

INTERPRETATION, APPLICABLE LAW and VENUE:

The laws of the State of Illinois govern the interpretation and construction of any County Contract. Any action pursuant to this Contract must be filed and maintained in a court of the state of Illinois in Winnebago County. Any changes in the governing laws, rules, and regulations during an agreement apply, but do not require an amendment or revisions. If any of Contractors’ terms or conditions is not in agreement with County’s terms and conditions as set forth herein, County’s shall govern. This Contract incorporates the complete agreement of the parties with respect to the subject matter of this Contract. No oral agreement or other understanding will in any way modify the terms and conditions of any Contract.
NON-DISCRIMINATION

In connection with the performance of work under a Contract, the Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of age, race, religion, color, handicap, sex, physical condition, developmental disability, sexual orientation or national origin. This provision shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or recruitment of compensation, and selection for training, including apprenticeship. Except with respect to sexual orientation, the Contractor further agrees to take affirmative action to ensure Equal Employment Opportunities. The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available for employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the contracting officer setting forth the provisions of the Non-Discrimination Clause.
OPENING of BID
The County will publicly open responses and will read each respondent’s name, and if a Bid the amount, on the date and at the location defined in the Invitation for Bid.  County will open Bids so as to avoid disclosure of the contents of any Bids to competing Offerors during the process of negotiation.  County invites all interested parties to attend the Bid Opening.

PROMPT PAYMENT ACT

The Bid provides that all payments are subject to the Local Governmental Prompt Payment Act (50 LLC 505/)
PROTEST

Firms wishing to protest Bids or awards shall notify the County Director of Purchasing in writing within five (5) days after the Bid Opening. The notification should include the Bid number, the name of the firm protesting and the reason why the firm is protesting the Bid. The Director of Purchasing will respond to the protest within five (5) calendar days.

RESERVATION OF RIGHTS
The County of Winnebago reserves the right to reject any or all Bids failing to meet the County's specifications or requirements and to waive technicalities. If in the County of Winnebago's opinion, the lowest Bid is not the most responsible Bid, considering value received for monies expended, the right is reserved to make awards as determined solely by the judgment of the County of Winnebago. In determining the lowest responsible Bidder, the County shall take into consideration the qualities of the service or the articles supplied, their conformity with the specifications, and their suitability to the requirements of the County and the delivery terms. Intangible factors, such as the Bidder’s reputation and past performance, may also be weighed. 
County of Winnebago reserves the right to award to more than one Bidder, as it deems in the best interest to do so.

The Bidder’s failure to meet the mandatory requirements of the Bid will result in the disqualification of their Bid from further consideration.
The County further reserves the right to reject all Bids and obtain goods or services through intergovernmental or cooperative agreements, or to issue a new and revised Bid. 

Submission of a Bid confers no rights on the Contractor to a selection or to a subsequent Contract. All decisions on compliance, evaluation, terms and conditions shall be made solely at the County's discretion and shall be made in the best interest of the County.
RIGHTS AND REMEDIES OF COUNTY FOR DEFAULT

In the event any item that Contractor furnishes in the performance of the Contract fails to conform to the specifications thereof, or to the sample submitted by Contractor, County may reject same, and it thereupon becomes the duty of Contractor to reclaim and remove the same, without expense to County, and to immediately replace all such rejected items with others conforming to the specifications or samples. Should Contractor fail, neglect, or refuse immediately to do so, County has the right to purchase in the open market, in lieu thereof, a corresponding quantity of any such items and to deduct from any monies due or that may become due to Contractor the difference between the price named in the Contract Agreement or Purchase Order and the actual cost to County.

In the event Contractor fails to make prompt delivery as specified of any item, the same conditions as to the rights of County to purchase in the open market and to invoke the reimbursement condition above apply, except when delivery is delayed by fire, strike, freight embargo, or acts of god or of the government. In the event County cancels the Contract Agreement, Purchase Order or associated orders, either in whole or in part, by reason of the default or breach by Contractor, Contractor will bear and pay for any loss or damage that County sustains in procuring any items which the Contractor agreed to supply. The rights and remedies of County provided above are not exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies that the law or the Contract provide.

SEVERABILITY

Each provision of this Contract stands alone, and any provision of this Contract found to be prohibited by law is ineffective to the extent of such prohibition without invalidating the remainder of this Contract.

TAXES NOT APPLICABLE

County of Winnebago as a Governmental Unit pays neither Federal Excise Tax nor Illinois Retailers Occupational Tax, and therefore, those taxes should be excluded from Bid.                                         County Tax Exempt Number is E9992-3963-07
TERMINATION, CANCELLATION AND DAMAGES
The County may terminate based on the Contractor’s breach or default. Unless the breach or default creates an emergency, as determined in the County’s sole discretion, the Contractor shall be given notice and a five (5) day opportunity to cure before the termination becomes effective.
If the County terminates this Contract because of the Contractor’s breach or default, the County shall have the right to purchase items or services elsewhere and to charge the Contractor with any additional cost incurred, including but not limited to the cost of cover, incidental and consequential damages and the cost of re-bidding. The County may offset these additional costs against any sums otherwise due to the Contractor under this Bid or any unrelated Contract.
If the County of Winnebago fails to appropriate funds to enable continued payment of multi-year Contracts the County may cancel, without termination charges provided Contractor at least a thirty (30) days prior written notice of termination.

County of Winnebago may terminate any Contract or agreement resulting from this Bid at any time for any reason by giving at least thirty (30) days’ notice in writing to awarded Contractor.  If the Contract is terminated by the County as provided herein, the Contractor will be paid a fair payment as negotiated with the County for the work completed as of the date of termination.

WAIVER

Each Contractor/Vendor, by submission of an offer, Bid or proposal waives any and all claims for damages against County or its officers or employees when County exercises any of its reserved rights.

WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS 
Any Bidder may withdraw their Bid at any time prior to the time specified in the advertisement as the closing time or due date for the receipt of Bids by signing a request therefore.  However, no Bidder shall withdraw or cancel his Bid for a period of sixty-(60) days after said advertised closing time for the receipt of Bids; the successful Bidder shall not withdraw or cancel their Bid after having been notified by the Director of Purchasing that said Bid has been accepted by the County Board.
END OF GENERAL TERMS and CONDITIONS
BID SPECIAL CONDITIONS
INTENT

This solicitation is intended to establish a Contract Agreement to provide the County of Winnebago with Towing Service for impounds and County owned vehicles on an as required basis.

The County is seeking Bidders for towing and wrecking services, primarily for vehicles that are subject to impound by the Sheriff’s Department, or for disabled County vehicles.  The successful Bidder must be able to provide 24-hour wrecking service, seven days a week.

Bidder must be in compliance with all Illinois Commercial Safety Towing Law (625 ILCS 5/18d-101 et seq.).  The Safety Towing Law regulates all damaged or disabled vehicle relocations conducted in Winnebago, Cook, DuPage, Kane and Will counties. The Law applies to all Illinois Safety Relocators, regardless of where their base of operation is located; if a damaged or disabled vehicle, relocation is performed in the five regulated counties.  
Bidder must be incompliance with all applicable Federal Motor Carrier Regulations (FMCSRs)
Bidders must be able to provide proof of Workers’ Compensation Insurance for all drivers and other employees responding in service to the County.

The County hereby offers the option to Bid on the entire County or to Bid on a certain area within the County.  Attached as last page of the solicitation is County Section Map (Exhibit A) that divides the County into two sections.  Each Bidder may Bid on one section or for the entire County. 

The successful Bidder’s response time to each request for towing service by the Sheriff’s Department is preferably to arrive at the desired location within thirty (30) minutes or less of the request unless otherwise directed. The Bidder will be required to list response time on the Bid Form.  
NOTE: The successful Bidder’s response time to each request for service is preferably within thirty (30) minutes or less (state proposed maximum time on the Bid Form).  
For abandoned vehicles located on private property, the successful Bidder will be allowed to pick up those vehicles within 48 hours after notification.
NOTE:  In certain accident related investigations, the towed vehicle must be stored at the towing company’s location in a secure environment.  Based on Court Orders these type of situations may require many months of secure storage.  Any and all of storage fees must be billed to the vehicle owner and/or their insurance provider. The County will not be held responsible for any fees or costs.
A criminal background check will be performed on company owners and their employees and it will be the sole decision of the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department to determine the acceptability of the background check.

There will be no subcontracting unless it is an unusual situation.  No affiliation with any type of group towing will be allowed.

Successful Bidder must have direct contact by telephone, and be capable of receiving dispatch calls from the 9-1-1-Dispatch Center. In addition, direct communication must be possible 24 hours per day, seven days a week. No answering service is allowed. The County would prefer that the Bidder have a cellular phone with the driver at all times.

Once the proposal is awarded, operational procedures will be set-up with the Sheriff’s Department.

The successful Bidder will issue a monthly invoice with detailed documentation for all towing services provided during that particular month.

If the successful Bidder(s) has conducted business with the County in the past, a review of any inquiries relating to business practices may also be conducted.

Included with this solicitation is the towing of disabled County owned vehicles.  There are approximately seventy (70) per year.  It is the County’s preference to have these vehicles towed at no charge.  Depending upon the vehicle(s) involved, these types of tows will be taken to the County Highway garage area located at 424 North Springfield Avenue, or to an auto repair shop located within the County, as instructed by County staff.
In the event of unusual events, such as storms or significant public safety emergencies, which may overwhelm a single towing service provider, the County retains the right to include the use of other towing Contractors to supplement the capacity of the winning Bidder.

All towed vehicles with the exception of the County-owned vehicles will be towed to an impound facility located within the County.

NOTE:  Bidders must have the capability for vehicles storage for emergency overflow.  Bidders must provide details in regards to their storage location size, security and hours of operation.  The successful Bidder must operate and maintain its storage facility in accordance with all applicable zoning requirements, local, State and Federal laws, Winnebago County Health Department regulations and all County of Winnebago, Ordinances.  

The Bidder’s operations, facility, and equipment will be inspected and approved by County personnel.

In the event of oversized vehicles, such as an RV, any additional charges must be approved prior to invoice, or if possible, prior to services performed.

BOND REQUIREMENTS
Not required for this solicitation.
TAXES, FEES, EXPENSES

County is exempt from Federal excise taxes for goods. County is subject to State and City sales tax. County will pay no separate charges for delivery, drayage, express, parcel post, packing, insurance, license fees, permits, costs of bonds, surcharges, or Bid preparation unless the salutation includes such charges and documents them.

CONTRACT TERM, RENEWALS, EXTENSIONS & REVISIONS

The initial Contract award will be for a period of two (2) years.  The Contract may be subject to three (3) additional one (1) year renewal periods provided there is no change in the terms, conditions, specifications, and prices and provided that such renewals are mutually agreed to by both parties, based in part on satisfactory completion of the initial Contract. In no event shall the initial term, plus renewals, exceed five (5) years.  

Contract extensions, renewals, or revisions will occur through the issuance by County to Contractor of a revise agreement document setting forth the requested changes. Failure by Contractor to object, in writing, to the proposed revisions, terms, conditions, scope modifications and/or specifications within ten (10) calendar days of issuance by County will signify acceptance of all such changes by Contractor and the revision will be binding upon both parties, effective on the date of issuance.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

The Insurance Requirements herein are minimum requirements and in no way limit, the indemnity covenants. Winnebago County in no way warrants that the minimum limits contained herein are sufficient to protect the Contractor from liabilities that arise out of the performance of the work under an awarded Contract. The Contractor is free to purchase additional insurance.
The Contractor must notify Winnebago County immediately when any damage occurs, regardless of cause, fault or responsibility. The successful Bidder shall be liable for all damages to vehicles, structures, material, equipment, plate, stock, apparatus, etc., during the course of work, where such damage is directly due to services provided under Contract, or where such damage is the result of negligence or carelessness on the part of the successful Bidder or its employees. In addition, cargo insurance and liability coverage are required.
Minimum Scope and Limits of Insurance

Contractor shall procure and maintain, until all of their obligations have been discharged, coverage with limits of liability not less than those listed.
Commercial General Liability 
Occurrence Form with limits of $2,000,000 Each Occurrence and $2,000,000 General Aggregate. Policy shall include bodily injury, property damage, and broad form contractual liability coverage, and products – completed operations.

Business Automobile Liability 
Bodily Injury and Property Damage for any owned, hired, and/or non-owned vehicles used in the performance of this Contract with a Combined Single Limit of $1,000,000.

Workers’ Compensation and Employers' Liability 
Statutory requirements and benefits. Coverage is compulsory for employers of one or more employees. Employer’s Liability - $500,000.
Additional Insurance Requirements

The policies shall include, or be endorsed to include, as required, the following provisions:

Additional Insured Endorsement: The General Liability and Business Automobile Liability Policies shall each be endorsed to include Winnebago County, its departments, boards, officers, officials, agents, and employees as additional insureds with respect to liability arising out of the activities performed by or on behalf of the Contractor.

Subrogation Endorsement: The General Liability, Business Automobile Liability and Workers’ Compensation Policies shall each contain a waiver of subrogation endorsement in favor of Winnebago County, and its departments, boards, officers, officials, agents, and employees for losses arising from work performed by or on behalf of the Contractor.

Primary Insurance Endorsement: The Contractor's policies shall stipulate that the insurance afforded the Contractor shall be primary and that any insurance carried by Winnebago County, its agents, officials, employees, or Winnebago County shall be excess and not contributory insurance.

Insurance provided by the Contractor shall not limit the Contractor’s liability assumed under the indemnification provisions of a Contract.

Verification of Coverage

Contractor shall furnish Winnebago County with Certificates of Insurance (COI). An authorized representative of the insurer shall sign the Certificates.

All certificates and endorsements, as required by agreement, are to be received and approved by Winnebago County before work commences. Each insurance policy required must be in effect at, or prior to, commencement of work. Failure to maintain the insurance coverages or policies as required, or to provide evidence of renewal, is a material breach of Contract.

All certificates required shall be sent directly to the appropriate County Department. The Certificate of Insurance shall include the County of Winnebago project or Contract number and project description on the Certificate.  County of Winnebago reserves the right to require complete copies of all insurance policies at any time.

Notice of Cancellation

For each insurance policy required by the insurance provisions, the Contractor must provide to the County within five (5) business days of receipt of notice, if a policy is suspended, voided, or cancelled for any reason. Such notice shall be mailed, emailed, or hand-delivered to the County.  Notice shall include the County of Winnebago project or Contract number and project description.

Approval and Modifications

County of Winnebago reserves the right to review or make modifications to the insurance limits, required coverages, or endorsements throughout the life of this Contract, as deemed necessary. Such action will not require a formal Contract amendment but may be made by administrative action.  The County of Winnebago shall be named as additionally insured on all Certificates of Insurance. BID SPECIFICATIONS  
The County towed approximately 1,040 vehicles during 2019; of that, 980 were Impound vehicles and 70 were County vehicles. These figures are provided to give the Bidder a general idea of the County’s volume and is not a guarantee of future demand.  In past years there were over 1,400 towed vehicles. 

Bidder must have available at all times, ample units, to accommodate the County’s requirements.  Flat beds as well as tow trucks are required. The County does have the occasional commercial (could be 18 wheel) vehicle that must be towed and stored for evidence and inspection.  Winnebago County Sherriff’s Office (WCSO) may allow a subcontractor in certain situations, such as this, for towing only.  No subcontracting for vehicle storage for non-impound storage situations. 
TRUCK REQUIREMENTS
1. All trucks must comply with all Federal Motor Carriers Safety Regulations.
2. The wrecker hoist must be mounted on truck with a one (1) ton capacity or larger. The successful Bidder must be capable of rendering service without unnecessary delays. 
3. Wreckers used for picking up vehicles shall be equipped with a spacer bar attached from the wrecker using a car guard, towing sling or similar protective device, and a wheel lift.
4. There shall be mounted, on the top of the wrecker, an amber emergency-type lighting system that includes strobe or oscillating lights.
5. The wrecker must be equipped with a power winch that operates the hoist and includes sufficient wire cable of a least ⅜" in diameter to make a pull of at least 150 feet.
6. Each wrecker must be equipped with a steering wheel clamp or device to lock the steering on the disabled vehicles.
7. Additional flat-bed requirement minimums are:

a. 14,500 GUWR or greater

b. 8,000 pound winch capacity

c. 8,000 pound bed capacity

d. 50 feet of ⅜" cable
The flatbed unit must have the capability of loading a vehicle with a minimal amount of structural change to the vehicle and have a means of covering said vehicle completely to preserve evidence related to vehicle while transporting.

8. Towing vehicles must be equipped with a broom, shovel, five gallon capacity trash can, five gallon capacity oil dry, cable cutters, snatch block, pry bar and light bar.

9. Bidders shall submit one price. All other incidentals and optional anticipated and unanticipated services shall be figured into the price Bid.  This includes, but is not restricted to, use of dollies, use of a winch, unlocking of vehicles, disconnection of drive shafts, and recovering vehicles partially or completely submerged in water, etc.  NO ADDITIONAL CHARGES to the agreed to Bid price will be allowed when billing for services.

Any drivetrain or other equipment disconnected to allow towing will be reconnected once said vehicle is parked at an impound facility.  If it is necessary for the County Department to call to have a drivetrain or other equipment reconnected, this will be done by the towing Contractor at no charge to the Department or the person claiming the vehicle.

10. In some cases, the County will require towing of trucks, campers, etc.  Contractor will need to be able to promptly accommodate the towing of these vehicles safely and in compliance with all applicable laws.

Because of the nature of accidents in rural areas, off-road equipment may be needed to access areas such as fields, wooded areas, and creeks.  Examples of equipment include Bobcat, tractors or 4X4 recovery unit.  Chainsaws, fence/wire cutters, and extra wire rope also need to be available.

11. As it is reasonably practical, the wrecker must be maintained in good appearance.

DRIVER QUALIFICATIONS

Successful Bidder must have adequate personnel on a continuous 24-hour basis, trained and skilled in the equipment and techniques of proper towing work.
